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Abstract

A twelve-year-old spayed cross bred presented with gradually abdominal
enlargement for over 4 years. A tentative diagnosis was made based on the history of persistence of
estrous cycle and the radiographic finding revealed the homogenous ground glass material
presented in the caudal abdomen. Exploratory laparotomy and surgical excision was made
The enormous uterine horns and ovaries were found.  Under monthly followed up by six months after

surgical removal, the dog was completely recovered.
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
